PASSPORTS & VISAS

Obtaining the proper proof of citizenship for entry to destination countries is the
responsibility of each client.

A valid 10 year machine readable passport is required for each individual
travelling outside of the United Kingdom. Passports must be valid for at least
eight months beyond the return date from the destination.
